This hospital had
doctors for only 2 hours a day. It services about 20,000 people,
including 4000 who live in tents around the haspital. There is now
a full day service and X rays will commence soon.

The Jantho hospital has seen teams of Australian doctors and
nurses providing health care and educational support in the
hospital.
